(285), Judy Kokotilo-Bekkerus (266, incumbent), and
Jennifer Wolan (241). Congratulations to all!

Thank you to every candidate who put their name forward—
your commitment to community is what keeps Beaverlodge
vibrant—and to the 514 residents who cast a ballot,
representing 34% of eligible voters. With margins this close,
our community got a powerful reminder that participation
counts.

The Mayor and Councillors were officially sworn in on
Monday, October 27, 2025, ahead of the annual
Organizational Meeting at 6:15 p.m. Council meetings are
open to the public and available by livestream via
beaverlodge.ca and the Town’s Facebook page.
